· Hairy Vetch, Rye & other Small Grain

· Sunflowers, Radishes, Sunn Hemp, Hairy Vetch & Small Grain

· Legumes are a valuable nitrogen source.

· Different legume species require different inoculants.  Use the right one.

· Be sure to use your drill!
